IMPORTANT: Immunization Records

Last Spring, SPX School received notification of changes in the state required
immunizations for students for the 2010  -2011 school year.

Kindergarten students must now have had the chicken pox or have been vaccinated
with 2 doses of the vaccine. Students in 6th, 7th, and 8th grades must also have 2
doses of the chicken pox vaccine, plus they need to have the tetanus, diphtheria,
acellular pertussis vaccine (Tdap) and the Meningococcal conjugate vaccine (MCV4 -
Menactra).

If you have any questions, please call the Indiana State Department of Health
Immunization Program at (800) 701 -0704.

If your child has had the chicken pox, we need the date in the school records.
At the end of last school year, we requested an immunization record
for each child. If you have not sent them in yet,
please send them to the school office no later than SEPTEMBER 1st!
